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Letter from Rabbi 
Cohen -Sukkot 

Dear friends. I am writing 
this message to you in my 
first week at Temple Sinai. I 
am in the process of 
recovering from jet lag but 
the incredible welcome that 
so many of you have given 
Sarah, Elijah and I has meant 
that our acclimatization has 
been as smooth as it could 
be. We tremendously 
enjoyed meeting many of 
you at our housewarming last 

night. By the time you read this I will have led my first services at Rosh Hashanah! 

In the meantime, Sukkot starts and, reflecting this past week, it seems to be that 
starting out in a new country is actually very similar to a sukkah. We know from our 
tradition that the sukkah cannot be too strong, it must not be a permanent 
structure. It should be outside our house, under the stars with a roof made of natural 
plants which are no longer attached to the ground. It should provide some shade 
from the sun but we should still be able to see the stars through that roof1. 

When we think of Sukkot we think of the fragility of life. As my family and I begin 
life in a new country, the first few days, even with all your wonderful help, will feel 
a little bit like living in a sukkah. It is only the days, weeks, months and years ahead 
that the solidity of our life here will increase. The fragility and transience will slowly 
be replaced by solidity and permanence.  

This goes for all of us. The sukkah reminds us 
that we are still at the beginning of the new 
Jewish year, 5770. Our plans for this year will 
still be at the embryonic stage, hopes and 
fears will still exist, but eventually those plans 
and schemes will come to fruition and 
realization and solidity.  

In the meantime, my plan is to go to Home 
Depot and start on the construction of our 
family sukkah. If you hear screams coming 
from our condo, you know it’s me having a 
disagreement with a hammer and nail. 

Moadim l’simcha/May these be seasons of joy 
for all of us.

A Note from the Cantor 
Many people have heard, said, or sung the word 
“Hallelujah”. It means to praise God. We praise God in 
many ways, by song and psalm. In the Bible there are 
150 psalms, most attributed to King David. We use 
many of them in our daily and weekly worship. Six of 
the psalms are used especially for the holidays of 
Passover, Shavuot, and Sukkot. They are Psalms 113-
118. We call that recitation the “Hallel”. The three 
festivals, mandated in the Torah, are a time for joy, 
celebration, and giving thanks. We recite the Hallel to 
express our praise of God, and our joy. The Hallel is 
also recited on Rosh Hodesh, the New Moon. 

The psalms are poetry. They easily are put to music, 
and there are a lot of musical renditions of the psalms. 

At this season of the festival of Sukkot let us say, 
“Hodu l’Adonai ki tov, Praise Adonai, for God is 
good.” (Psalm 118) We should praise God every day, for 
all the good that is given to us.

ISRAELI ARMY APPLE CAKE FOR SUKKOT 
Submitted by Beth Asaf 

Dough: 
7/8 cup salt-free margarine 
7 Tbsp. Sugar 
2 cups flour 
1 1/2 tsp. baking powder 
1 egg 

Filling: 
10 apples, coarsely grated 
2 heaping Tbsp. Cinnamon 
3 heaping Tbsp. Sugar 

Cream margarine and sugar. Add flour and 
baking powder slowly. Add egg. Divide 
dough into two even amounts. Roll out one 
part and spread in pan. Prick with fork and 
bake in oven at 400 degrees for 15 to 20 
minutes until light brown.  

Mix filling and spread over dough. Roll out 
second half of dough and cover filling. 
Prick with fork. Paint top of dough with 
egg. Bake at 350 degrees until dark golden 
brown on top. 

 Cool and cut into squares.

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Temple Sinai Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes August 11, 2009 
On July 30th ICE ruled that Rabbi Cohen’s case cannot be expedited. Alternate approaches, such as bringing him in 
on a tourist visa, were rejected on advice of council.  

Dr. Larry Copeland explained that we were pursuing two different contingency plans for the holidays. They are 
contacting Rabbi Brooks locally as well as the CCAR to see about bringing in a temp from out of town. Whatever 
Immigration decides, there will be a rabbi in place for the High Holydays. 

On more traditional topics, we discussed High Holydays tickets, the Yizkor Book, ushers, and the Kol Nidre appeal. 
We decided not to have a break the fast due to concerns about the weather with it being held on the patio. Betty 
Margolis reported that Sisterhood has put off the kitchen shower until rabbi’s arrival.  

Beth Asaf reported that due to the time difference from New York, we cannot show live broadcasts from the 92nd 
Street Y. We will show the lectures from DVDs.  

The adult day care revenues are up about 15% since this time last year, but the daily per client numbers are down 
about $6 a head due to state funding. Jeff Klein got a $7,500.00 grant from the Brookdale Foundation.  

We have received three bids for doing a temple audit.  

Beth also said that we need a committee to see that the sick or bereaved are contacted. The name “Caring 
Congregants Committee” was proposed. Many statements on the necessity of getting people other than the board 
involved were made.  

Dr. Judy Salz requested a mail box so people, who are not computer literate, can contact her in her role of 
Ombudsman. 

Frank Curhan suggested that the temple have a presence on FaceBook. He said it is a key to reaching the young 
demographic we are seeking.  

Archie Weitman brought up some people wanted to work on making the sanctuary look more like a house of 
worship. Larry chartered an ad hoc “Building Improvement and Maintenance” committee charged to develop ideas 
and bring the suggestions to the board. Interested congregants are wanted. 

The JCC wants to lease our old sanctuary building. It will cost about $20,000 to bring it up to code. They said they 
can raise the money for that.
